Class Objective: 
Today’s class focused on the growth of the Parent Advocacy Movement and its role within the disability community.  
Class Summary: 

The class was informed about the Parent Advocacy Moment, by LEND Family advocates, Anne Ladd, Claire Dees and Ken Reed. 
Parent and Family Advocacy Movement- 
A movement that was established in the 1950’s to combat the idea that individuals with disabilities are eternal children.  The movement has remained fairly strong over the past 50 years and continues to advocate that everyone has a purpose and that society shouldn’t restrict someone because they have a disability.  The movement also advocates for self-determination, which is the ability for individuals with disabilities to make decisions about their own lives. Some of the primary areas of concern for parents, of children with disabilities, are inclusive education, economic security, safety, accessibility, the ability to live independently and the availability of post-secondary education.

Key Vocabulary:
ABLE Act: A law that provides individuals with disabilities and their families the ability to set up savings accounts for disability-related expenses. These funds would not be taxed or considered when assessing for federal benefits.

Governor Luther Youngdahl: A Minnesota Governor, who advocated for humane medical care and was one of the first public officials to speak about the rights of people with disabilities. 

Individualized Education Plan: A document required by the Individuals with Disability Education Act for each child receiving special education services. 


Individuals with Disability Education Act: A federal law that ensures educational services to children throughout the country. It governs how states provide early intervention, special education and related services. 

Institutionalization: Removing individuals with disabilities from mainstream society and placing them within facilities. This was historically a common practice but is no longer viewed in this way. 

Justin Dart, Jr.: An American activist and advocate for individuals with disabilities.  He helped to pass the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990. 

National Association of Parents and Friends of Mentally Retarded Children: One of the earliest parent organizations that worked to create a more positive perception of children with disabilities. They also worked to secure effective services for these individuals. 

People First Language: Language that emphasizes the person, not their disability. By placing the individual before their disability, their disability is no longer seen as their primary characteristic or identifier.


Self-determination: The ability to make decisions for oneself without influence from others.

Social Inclusion: Including individuals with disabilities in all aspects of society.
