Desired Features of Comprehensive Interdisciplinary Assessment

Reality:

· Workforce development, area of big concern

Recommended Practice:

· Mandate tools but not clear people know how to interpret them.
· Multiple people, multiple times, multiple places

· Across developmental and functional domains

· Well thought out process,

· Pre-assessment planning, addressing, functional outcomes
· Individualized

· Build upon what we already know

· Practical functional conversation with family

· Up to date Tools – used correctly

· Question – match between definition and tool characteristics

· What personnel and training

Desired Features of Comprehensive Intervention
IFSP Practice 
Reality:

· Outcomes domain based not functional
· Disconnect between family expectation of expertise

· Don’t have the strategies that they should

· Higher level skill needed for these practices

Recommended Practice:

· Team
· Integrated across domains/function

· Not service based

· Family talk first and often

· Helping teams understand and engage different families

Intervention Practices
Reality:

· Strategies not specified on IFSP’s

· No common vocabulary 

Recommended Practice:

· Fidelity to implementation of defined procedures. 
· Translation of specific services into daily routines
Monitoring and Evaluation

· Many horizontal transitions

· Change in provider

Recommended Practice:

· Continuity
