2012 Network Report

AUCD and the entire network had a very successful year, but there is still a great deal of work to do.

The Association of University Centers on Disabilities (AUCD), located in Silver Spring, MD, promotes and supports three national networks of interdisciplinary university-based centers on disabilities. The members of AUCD represent every U.S. state and territory and include 67 UCEDDs (University Centers for Excellence in Developmental Disabilities), 43 LENDs (Interdisciplinary Leadership Education in Neurodevelopmental and Related Disabilities Programs) and 15 IDDRCs (Intellectual and Developmental Disabilities Research Centers). 

Our Mission: AUCD envisions a future in which everyone, including people living with developmental and other disabilities, are fully integrated, participating members of their communities and in which culturally appropriate supports that lead to independence, productivity, and a satisfying quality of life are universally available across the life span.

· 1,220,749 people received training and technical assistance from network members

· 6,921,373 people accessed: 

· 2,851 reports and fact sheets,

· 2,731 books & peer reviewed publications,

· 930 e-products,

· 613 newsletters, and 

· 55 learning modules produced by LENDs and UCEDDs 

· 8,387 different publications were produced by the network in 2011-2012

Research

Over 1,200 IDDRC research projects were conducted on a broad range of developmental disabilities including autism, Down Syndrome, Fragile X, and Rette and Angelman Syndromes 
· 123,057 hours of research on disability topics were conducted by LENDs and UCEDDs in hundreds of disability related topics, including:

Services

· 200,033 people were seen in LEND or UCEDD clinical settings

· 239,046 individuals and families received clinical, demonstration, and other model services 

· 55,777 people received diagnostic services from a LEND or UCEDD

· 81,373 people were screened for Autism Spectrum Disorders

Technical Assistance: AUCD provided Technical Assistance to improve, strengthen, and exchange innovative practices among its member centers and programs: 

· Conducted 69 webinars with over 4498 participants on a wide range of disability research, practice, and policy issues

· Managed 60 subcontracts and subawards with network members 

· Conducted 10 site visits with federal officials and peer experts in 10 states and territories

· Conducted 4 regional summits to help plan and foster self-advocacy 

· Coordinated  workgroups and events on a wide range of topics including leadership development, transition, self-determination, and public health 

· Provided information to 63,273 unique web visitors with over 143,335 visits to the AUCD website

Training

3,851 trainees were trained in over 15 disciplines at UCEDDs and LENDs 
· 45% of those trainees came from allied health disciplines (occupational &  physical therapy, nutrition, speech-language pathology, audiology, psychology, social work, rehabilitation, health administration, public health)

· 27% of those trainees came from health related disciplines (pediatrics, general medicine, developmental behavioral pediatrics, nursing, dentistry, genetics, psychiatry)
· 10% of those trainees came from education disciplines (special education, early intervention, general education)
· 8% of those trainees came from General Studies disciplines (public administration, law, disability studies, family, human development)

Financial

AUCD’s FY2012 budget numbers remained strong: 
· Over $4.4 million of the money received by AUCD was given back to the membership through subawards and subcontracts.

· Total revenue and support: $8.4 million, mostly from grants and contracts.
