A new community-based study by UC Davis researchers has found that children with

 developmental disabilities in Southeast-Asian-American families face significant

obstacles to receiving intervention services. Barriers include lack of accurate 

information, language difficulties, lack of trust and limited outreach.

Entitled "Understanding Developmental Disabilities in Families of Southeast Asian

Origin," the study is the first to examine the perceptions of families of Hmong 

and Mien children with disabilities as well as the barriers to service. It is published

online in "Children and Youth with Disabilities and Special Health Care Needs from

Traditionally Underserved Communities." [http://r20.rs6.net/tn.jsp?llr=qdkbqicab&t=qa6y5ieab.0.0.qdkbqicab.0&id=preview&ts=S0573&p=http%3A%2F%2Fpediatrics.aappublications.org%2Fcgi%2Fcontent%2Ffull%2F126%2FSupplement_3%2FS146],

a special supplement to the journal Pediatrics.
