· How states are increasing capacity for diagnostics (i.e. using video when people can’t come in for diagnostic appt., other technology)

· Resource capacity to train providers on diagnosis and treatment (continuing education, CME). There is a possibility for collaboration in this area between LEND and DPB). 
· Ways to contribute to and collaborate with research networks

· i.e. identifying candidates for interventions – LEND, DPS, and Title V Nurse Partners could help

· Ways for research networks to share what they’ll be studying

· Research networks could help set up small pilot programs

· “Parking lot” of research questions to explore next

· How to start a new LEND program – only a few states that don’t already have a LEND program. In 2011, there will an open competition where everyone will have to reapply.

· Across state communication – hearing about other programs real-time or webcasts

· In state – state implementation grants state template of stakeholders – outline includes groups, committee structure to implement plan

· Build website

· Parent networking

· AMCHP meeting for the region

· Cultural differences exist in the state populations (especially with Washington, California, and Alaska) – reaching vulnerable and diverse populations might be a common expertise to share among states

3. What suggestions do you have for what MCHB and the TA Providers can do to facilitate, encourage, and promote widespread collaboration across the CAAI programs and other potential partners interested in Autism Spectrum Disorders and related Developmental Disabilities?
· State eligibility for state definition of autism – to qualify for programs – across country best practices (database of eligibility)
· Part C coordinator communication needs to improve
· Discussing variability across and between states
· Facilitate collaboration among LENDS

· Master calendar of conference calls, meetings, and due dates so states don’t get overwhelmed

· Perhaps California should have its own meetings – since they are so big and so diverse – unique needs
