Overarching Changes in FY06

New Users

The FY06 NIRS Trainee Dataset was expanded to accommodate trainee survey data for two additional MCHB programs, the Leadership Education in Adolescent Health (LEAH) and Pediatric Pulmonary Center (PPC) programs.  LEAHs and PPCs have their own entry portal into NIRS.

New Dataset
We have added a Goals dataset to better assist UCEDDs manage their annual reports to ADD.  It has all the functions of the other datasets.   

Read/Write Own Access
In response to network requests to transfer access of “read/write own” records to another user, for FY06 we have added a function to allow the transfer “ownership” of records to another “read/write own” user.  Once ownership has been changed, NIRS will display the login of the individual who actually added the record and show the login of the individual who actually updated the record.

Current NIRS Access levels:

· Read Only users have access to view all data fields, except for personal/contact information in trainee records.

· Read/Write Own users have access to view all data fields, except for personal/contact information in trainee records that they did not create, and they may edit all records that they created, as well as edit product records that they did not create but are linking to activity records they created.

· Read/Write users have access to view and edit all data fields.

· Admin users have Read/Write access, access to export the data, the ability to assign new logins and passwords, access to the Goals dataset, and access to the Activity Staff data entry screen.

Staff Involvement
We have restricted the ability to add, modify, or delete staff names from the master list of staff contained in the “Staff Involvement” pull down menu in the Activities dataset to individuals with an Admin level of access to NIRS at each Center.  This change is in response to network requests for greater control over list modifications and problems with duplication of staff within the lists.

· With this change, any modifications to staff names (spelling, name changes, etc.) within the master list for a given fiscal year will be automatically reflected throughout that year’s dataset.

· The list of staff names can be copied over from one fiscal year to another for editing.  

· We anticipate that routine maintenance of this list will be done on an annual basis.

Contact Information

The ability to add, modify, or delete contact information in the Projects and Products datasets continues to be available for all users.
