Section I: Overarching Systems Enhancements
Logging In
1. A feature has been added that will seamlessly reconnect users to NIRS if their session times out due to inactivity or due to local PC lock out security measures.  This default setting is to reconnect users; however users can disable this feature when at log in by checking the “Do not automatically reconnect me” box when you log in.
Toolbars
2. The left hand tool bar has been relocated to the top of the screen; sub-menus are now presented using flying, rather than static, drop downs.  This change allows the maximum use of the screen “real estate” to be used for the data entry forms, making the screens more visually engaging and reducing the time spent scrolling.
Passwords
3. The password structure has been enhanced to allow greater access specificity by password.  Access levels and passwords may be managed by users with an Admin level of access.  Under “Admin” on the toolbar, select “User Logins.”  

4. Use the “Add” button to create new logins/passwords, select a global access level, and then customize access to the Trainee, Project, Activities, Products, and Goals datasets.  You may restrict access to one or more datasets by checking only those datasets (and standard reports) an individual may access. Use the “Edit” button to edit or customize an existing user’s access levels.

5. A new access level has been created called “Assist.”  This access level is designed to allow an individual access to standard reports, including those restricted to users with an Admin level of access, but does not allow the user to access, modify, or delete records.  We anticipate that this level of access might be provided to an Administrative Assistant.
Search Functions

6. The drop down menu of staff names has been restored to facilitate searches using the “staff involvement” field.
7. For searches within the Activity dataset, a drop down menu of project titles will now display for searches using the “primary affiliation” and “secondary affiliation” fields.
8. The search screen has been reconfigured to temporarily retain your search criteria on screen so that you can “back out” of search results and then modify the previously used search criteria.  To clear the previous search criteria use the “clear” button at the bottom of the screen.
9. The search function itself has been modified to enable users to search across multiple fiscal years:

· First, click on a fiscal year in the Fiscal Year drop down menu, then click on the  
· To remove a year from the criteria, simply click on the appropriate text.
· All selected year records will be displayed in the list of search results.
User Defined Fields
10. Centers have been provided with the authority make their user defined fields “required.”  As with the rest of NIRS, required user defined fields are marked with an *, and failure to supply information in a required user defined field will result in a pop up (saying there is a required field marked by an * at the bottom of the screen) when the user attempts to save a record without completing a required field.
11. Centers can now inactivate user defined fields.  When a field is inactivated, it will no longer display in the relevant data entry form, but the data will be maintained in NIRS and continue to be accessible through the custom report function.

12. A tool to create drop down list of options in any user defined field has been added.

13. To access any of these exciting changes, begin with “Admin” on the toolbar in the dataset for which a user defined field is desired, then select “User Defined Fields.”  Click on “edit” next to an existing user defined field to edit it or click on “edit” next to a field that is “not defined.”  
· Check/uncheck the “Required” and “Inactive” check boxes as desired.

· Type each desired choice from a drop down list of options in the text box.  Type each choice on its own line within the text box.
14. The system has been reconfigured to print/use the center defined labels of user defined fields, rather than 1, 2, etc. when importing/exporting.  Note:  when importing, the labels must match exactly.
15. NIRS allows for importation of data into user defined fields.  Please contact AUCD for additional information on this feature until the User’s Guide is updated.
Standard Reports
16. A number of Standard Reports have been renamed to better reflect their content, several new reports have been added, and most Standard Reports now contain a footer providing explanatory information about the table.  See the sections dedicated to changes in particular datasets for an overview of report name changes.

17. To accommodate and organize the Standard Reports in each dataset, the reports are now displayed on each dataset’s “Reports” screen under 3 headers: ALL, UCEDD, and LEND.  

NOTE:  These headers are merely meant to reflect the primary audience of the reports; UCEDDs may access Standard Reports of their data using the reports displayed in the LEND column and vice versa. 

18. All standard reports may now be converted to PDF for saving and/or printing on 8.5 x 11 inch paper.  In several instances, and for obvious reasons, reports have been formatted to render in landscape, rather portrait in the PDF.  Click on the “PDF” button in the upper left hand corner of the standard report.

19. All standard reports have been enhanced to enable users to search across multiple fiscal years:

· First, click on a fiscal year in the Fiscal Year drop down menu, then click on the  

  “multi year” button.  The selected year will display below the FY drop down menu.  Continue selecting as many FYs as desired using this method.

· To remove a year from the criteria, simply click on the appropriate text.
· All data for the selected years is collapsed in the resulting report.
20. Notes on standard reports: For many of the standard reports, users have “UCEDD” and “LEND” filter options.  By checking the box next to the program type(s), the resulting report will be filtered to include only what has been checked.  

· Check “UCEDD” to get UCEDD only records returned

· Check “LEND” to get LEND only records returned

· CHECK “UCEDD” and “LEND” to get records that are identified as both UCEDD and LEND

· To include all records, do not check either box (i.e., do not filter)

Users Guide and Data Dictionary

21. Users may convert the online Users Guide and Data Dictionary to PDFs for easier printing or saving.  Click on the “PDF” button in the upper right hand corner of the standard report.
Section II: Trainee Dataset

Trainee Record Designations

22. To respond to organizational changes at a Center, AUCD will upon request, modify all of a Center’s trainee records from FY2006 and before from “LEND only” to “UCEDD&LEND” or “UCEDD only” as appropriate.  Centers that wish to modify individual records are always free to do so.
Trainee Main Record
23. The “Academic Degree(s) Achieved” field has been changed from a text box to a pull down menu populated with MCH approved degrees and credentials.  The name of the field has been changed to “Academic Degree/Credential Achieved.”

24. A non required “County of Origin” field has been added to the Trainee Main Record immediately below the “state” and “zip code” row in the data entry form.  The appropriate list of counties for each state in which the Center is located is provided; the list also includes “unknown” and “out of state” as options. 

· The intent of this field is to support Centers interested in capturing data to document the “statewideness” of their Trainee Program.

· Because students often move to a location near the school they will be attending, we strongly recommend that Centers ask Trainees to provide them with the name of the county they relocated from (i.e., county of origin) to attend the school, rather than their current county of residence.  For distance education students, the county of origin would be their county of residence.
· To support Centers who currently capture such county information in a user defined field, AUCD will upon request, transfer this data into the Trainee Main Record.
25. The “gender” question on the data entry from has been left justified.
26. The system has been modified to support international telephone numbers in the current and permanent telephone number fields.  International telephone numbers supplied by trainees in their Long Term Follow Up Surveys will be accepted/overwritten in the Trainee Main Record.
Trainee Year Record
27. Text has been added to the data entry screen next to “position in program” suggest entry of “fellow, resident, intern, etc.”
28. Users may now Search or create Custom Reports on the “cumulative contact hours” of trainees.  The field name is “Year Current Cumulative Hours (N).”
29. The “Products produced by the student this year” function has been modified to better collect the trainee productivity information that MCH requires.  

· When products in the Products dataset are linked to a Trainee Record, we have hard coded the product types to conform to the MCH trainee product designations in populating the Current Trainee Information Standard Report.  We hope that this report will simplify your data entry/cleaning in the EHB. Within the Current Trainee Information Standard Report ONLY, the trainee products will be represented as

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Short Term Trainees

30. The full trainee dataset will continue to be used for intermediate and long term trainees only. In response to requests from the network to be able to capture demographic information and continuing MCH reporting requirements on short term trainees, a Short Term “mini dataset” has been created within the trainee dataset. 

31. Short Term dataset specs:

· There are no required fields in this dataset.

· This interface may be used to access pre-2006 short term records and to add short term records for 2006 and the current year. 

· A “County of Origin” pull down menu is provided for those Centers interested in capturing data to document the “statewideness” of their outreach and impact.  The appropriate list of counties for each state in which the Center is located is provided; the list also includes “unknown” and “out of state” as options. 

· The custom reports function within the Trainee dataset is used to create custom reports on Short Term data.

·  There are 10 user defined fields for this dataset; they are labeled as “trainee st” under “Misc Fields.”

32. Adding, Viewing, Editing, Searching, and Deleting Short Term Trainees

· In the Trainee dataset, select “List/Edit.”  The current year’s Long and Intermediate trainees will display at the top of the list under the header “Trainee.” Short Termers will display at the bottom of the list under the header “Short Term Trainee.”  Use the “Add” button to add, the “Edit” button to edit, the “View” button to view, and the “Del” button to delete.

· To view or search for short term trainees in past years, or to refine your search of short term trainees on some other variable, use the “Search Function.”  You can select the inclusion of Short Term Trainees by choosing 
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Trainee Surveys

Long Term Surveys

33. The “Survey Summary Report” has been split into 2 reports, one for more quantitative data and one for narrative responses.  Additionally, the report now displays the survey results in the order in which the questions appear in the surveys themselves and the responses are labeled more intuitively.

34. The “List Survey” screen use of the term “fiscal year” has been streamlined:  

· The FY that is selected in the pull down menu refers to fiscal year in which the survey was received.

· The “Terminal Year” column refers to the last year for which a trainee has a year record in NIRS (i.e., their last year in the program).

· The list of “FY20XX Trainees with no survey” is a list of all trainees with a year record in that year who have not completed a survey. 

Mini Surveys

35. The date any mini surveys are submitted is now captured by NIRS and can be used to determine the last time a trainee updated their contact information electronically.
36. The information captured on “current job title” and “current employment” in the mini survey* will now be stored in the Trainee Main Record immediately below the “Personal Relationship with a Disability” data element.  As a trainee submits this information, it will be automatically entered in the record.  Centers are not expected to collect this information from current trainees because it is a post training data element; however these fields are editable.  If this information is available sources other than the mini survey it may be entered by simply typing it in the text boxes.
*NIRS is designed for surveys to overwrite the contact information and demographic data in the Trainee Main Record:  The intent of this system is to automatically store the most up to date contact and demographic information once Trainees graduate.  Please note that, as will all surveys in NIRS, contact and demographic information in the Trainee record will be overwritten when surveys are submitted.
