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1. Logic model: Do all logic models look alike? The logic model should outline what the UCEDD will accomplish and how. Not all UCEDD logic models will look alike. Each UCEDD develops its own logic model based on its organizational structure and the UCEDD strategic planning.   

2. Match requirement:  Is there a match requirement? Yes, there is 25% match requirement and some states that have poverty level below the national level will qualify for 10% match. Please see below the language in the DD Act: 

Under section 42 USC 15064-SEC.154. Application 

D. 1. Federal Share:- The federal share of the cost of administration or operation of a center, or the cost of carrying out training initiative, supported by a grant made under this subtitle may not be more than 75% of the necessary cost of such project, as determined by the secretary. 

2. Urban or rural poverty areas:- In the case of a project whose activities or products target individuals with developmental disabilities who live in an urban or rural poverty area, as determined by the secretary, the federal share of the cost of the project may not be more than 90% of the necessary costs of the project, as determined by the secretary.  

3. Sources of match: Can other DHHS funds be used as a match? For instance, can HRSA funds be used as a match? Can non-Federal share include other federal sources as long as these sources are not from AFC/ADD? Please clarify about sources of match.  Did you say earlier that the match can come from other federal (non ACF) funds?

Clarification:
The answer could be yes and no, the federal fund can only be used as match if received as fees, payments or reimbursement, otherwise federal funds may not be used as match.   

· The terms “matching” and “cost sharing” are often used interchangeably. However, “matching” usually refers to a statutorily specified percentage, whether specified as a fixed or minimum percentage of non-Federal participation in allowable program or project costs that must be contributed by a recipient in order to be eligible for Federal funding or a not-to-exceed percentage of Federal participation. 

· Matching or cost sharing may be provided as direct and/or indirect costs, consistent with the recipient’s accounting system—and its usual method of charging for similar items—and any restrictions or limitations in the applicable cost principles. Recipient contributions may be derived from any non-Federal source; from Federal sources if received as fees, payments, or reimbursements for the provision of a specific service, such as patient care reimbursements received under Medicare or Medicaid; or from other program income, if authorized by the OPDIV (see Part II). Otherwise, unless there is specific statutory authority, Federal funds may not be used to match HHS grant funds.
4. Indirect cost:   Will the indirect rate be limited as it is now? Will the IDC be set at 8% as stated in the RFP? WILL THERE BE A CAP ON INDIRECT COSTS IN THE ANNOUNCEMENT?

Yes, according to the ACF Grant Policy, the indirect cost rate for training grants is capped at 8%. The UCEDD can use the difference between the university approved rate and capped rate toward the 25% match required. Please make sure to include your university agreement as part of your application if you are planning on using this difference as match.      

5. Autonomy and Independence of UCEDDs: 

The organizational structure section of the UCEDD should include documentation of the establishment and independence of the UCEDD.  

If I heard her correct, Suad mentioned something about independence of the UCD.  Would you elaborate please?

According to the federal regulation Sec. 1388.4 Program criteria--governance and administration - “Within the university, the[UCEDD] must maintain the autonomy and organizational structure required to carry out the [UCEDD] mission and provide for the mandated activities.” 

UCEDDs are encouraged to use this language in their application and many UCEDDs include this in their MOU as part of their agreement with the university’s officials. 

Could you repeat the answer re MOU's? Are the memos of understandings samples on AUCD website?

AUCD will send UCEDDs who are interested couple examples of MOU's from UCEDDs that has included autonomy and independence language in their MOU. 

6.  Is this announcement limited to current UCEDD grantees? 

Yes, the program announcement will include the list of the UCEDDs who are eligible for submitting their new 5 year application in 2012.  

7.   Aren't DD network partners required to be members of the CAC?

Yes, 

According to the federal regulation Sec. 1388.4 Program criteria--governance and administration –“The [UCEDD] Consumer Advisory Committee must meet regularly. The membership of the Consumer Advisory Committee must reflect the racial and ethnic diversity of the State or community in which the [UCEDD] is located. The deliberations of the Consumer Advisory Committee must be reflected in [UCEDD] policies and programs.
(k) The [UCEDD] must maintain collaborative relationships with the State Developmental Disabilities Council and the Protection and Advocacy agency. In addition, the [UCEDD] must be a member of the State Developmental Disabilities Council and participate in Council meetings and activities, as prescribed by the Act.”
8. Is electronic submission through grants.gov is available?

Yes, and it is encouraged

9. Please explain how evaluate "overall effectiveness of UCEDD" as distinct from effectiveness of individual projects, core functions or activities in areas of emphasis. 
It is expected that the UCEDD evaluate its progress as a Center overall. To this end, the UCEDD should examine how it is meeting its goals, and what kind of effect it is having as a Center. If the UCEDD would to only measure the effect of its individual projects, core functions and/or activities in the areas of emphasis as individual parts, the overall achievements of the Center would be unknown. Evaluative information from the individual projects, core functions and/or activities in the areas of emphasis may be combined for use in the overall evaluation plan for the UCEDD.  

10. Do we need to do our own survey of needs or can we use data from other surveys that are current and relevant, such as those conducted by one of the network partners?

Yes, you can use other data as long it’s accurate, relevant and up to date
