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Section I: Overarching Systems Enhancements
1.  MCHB Developmental Behavioral Pediatrics (DBPs) Training Programs are welcomed to NIRS.  

There are 10 DBP programs.  The report pages in each dataset incorporate DBPs into the headers, DBPs will login to NIRS on the same interface with LEAHs and PPCs.  As with the LEAHs and PPCs, DBPs have their own long term follow up surveys.
2.  CDC State Disability and Health Grantees (SDHG) are welcomed to NIRS.

There are 16 SDHGs, 8 of which are located at UCEDDs.  SDHGs will login to NIRS either through a dedicated SDHG interface, or in the case of the 8 that are located at UCEDDs, through their regular login interface.  For those Centers that are both a UCEDD and a SDHG, an additional checkbox displays on the data entry forms under “Program Type”:

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3.  Logging into NIRS has been streamlined. 

A browser cookie has been added that—after an initial visit to the login page by a user-–will preselect a user’s Center name on subsequent visits.  This cookie will allow users to skip the step of selecting the Center name and to simply enter their login and password to access NIRS. 
4.  A “log out” function has been added to the top nav bar.

The log out feature is no longer a submenu item and should be easier for users.
5.  Mechanisms to manage “Project Contacts” and “Product Ordering Information” have been streamlined.
The two previous interfaces (one through the Projects and one through the Products datasets) have been combined into one “Projects and Orders” function.

· This function has added under the “Admin” tab on the top nav bar, similar to the existing “Activity Staff” interface.  This function is restricted to users with an “admin” level of access.
· Users will no longer be able to add/edit project contacts and product ordering contacts through those datasets, but will still be able to access a pulldown menu reflecting the data managed under the “Admin” tab.
· Users will be able to update the “Project Contacts” and “Product Ordering Information” on historical records in NIRS.  Older records that might be returned through a public search of records may contain outdated contact information (names, phone numbers, emails), which can now be updated.
Under the “Projects and Orders” function, use the Add, Edit, and Delete buttons to manage information that will be provided in the Projects and Products “contacts” pulldown menus and displayed through the public search function in NIRS.  The Delete button will appear only when no Project or Product records are linked to the contact record.
Within each contact record, users can identify which Project and Product records are linked.  Users can change the contact person for current and historical records by clicking on the link in the contact record, selecting a different individual from the pulldown menu, and clicking the “save” button.  
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Note: Some older “Project Contact” and “Product Ordering” records contain “home address” information.  To remove these fields from display, simply delete the text in those fields and save. When the record is opened again, the “home address” fields will no longer display.
· Project Contacts:  Changes made through this interface will be reflected in the “contact” pulldown menu in the Projects dataset entry screen and to the users of the public search function on the AUCD website.
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· Product Ordering Information:  Changes made through this interface will be reflected in the “Name” pulldown menu in the Products dataset entry screen and to the users of the public search function on the AUCD website.

8.  The “Add” button on the “List Survey” screen has been removed.

Although the option to add trainee records by creating a survey record was eliminated in a previous iteration of NIRS, the “Add” button was inadvertently left on this screen.  It has been removed.
9.  A filter has been added to the standard reports “PM08” and “PM61”.
This filter will allow Centers who have both UCEDD and LEND trainees to easily run separate reports on trainees by checking “UCEDD” or “LEND.”  Users are reminded that this feature is a filter; to obtain a single report on all trainees, leave both check boxes blank.

10.  Standard report PM09 has been modified.
