What are TPSIDs?

Transition and Postsecondary Programs for Students with Intellectual Disabilities
or TPSIDs are demonstration projects funded by the US Department of Education
as authorized under the Higher Education Act. They provide high quality, inclusive
postsecondary and transition programs for students with intellectual disabilities.

What is a program like for students?

TIPSIDs and other inclusive postsecondary education programs offer comprehensive
college experiences for students with intellectual and developmental disabilities which
includes individualized and inclusive coursework, person-centered planning,
professional internships to provide marketable, transferable job skills, and social and
extracurricular activities. Students can select university classes based on their interests
and participate in on-campus activities and student organizations.
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How do these programs make a difference?

After completing the TIPSID program, students who obtained a paid job while
enrolled were almost 15 times more likely to have a paid job at exit than those who
did not.[1] One year after completing the TPSID program, 65% of former students
had a paid job compared to 17% of adults with developmental disabilities in the
general population.[2]

How can you support and champion these programs?

The Higher Education Act created the TIPSID model demonstration programs.
Support the inclusion of these programs as a priority in any reauthorization of the
Higher Education Act.
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
