Explaining your training experience

Explain what it means to be a trainee/fellow at a DBP, LEND, IDDRC, or UCEDD:

 Activities (ex. Seminars, research activities, mentorship, policy, advocacy) 

 Projects (ex. Portfolios, focus groups, leadership projects)

 Requirements (ex. Community outreach/engagement, clinical hours)

 Mention training program's goals and objectives

 No longer felt alone, found people who had common goals

 Graduate research assistant for the Institute of Human Development and Disability

 Work on research projects like the Children's Freedom Initiative, which works to help 
individuals with disabilities find community living arrangements

 Limited interaction with family or self-advocates
